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Choose your Own Adventure Stories

We will now be looking at the “choose your own adventure” genre.  While these stories are similar to traditional stories in that they have characters, conflict, and plot, there are also some important differences.

 Choose your own adventure stories:

· Ask readers to control the outcome of the story.

· Include several tracks that authors can take as they read.

· Often use story options as a way to teach lessons to readers.  (i.e. if a youngster chooses “steal the cookies” as an option, they might be sent to an ending that leaves them grounded or feeling ill from overeating.”

· Often include a variety of outcomes.  Some choices are negative while others are positive.

· Are written in the second person.  They address the reader directly referring to them as “you”.

Choose your Own Adventure Stories can be fun to read, but writing them can also be fun.  For the next several days, you and your group members will be creating a Choose your Own Adventure Story of your own. 
Instructions for your Choose your Own Adventure Stories
· You will be placed in groups of four.

· Your group will choose a title for your piece.
· Your group will complete a “Role Sheet.”  You will decide who will write which sections of the story.

· Your entire group will fill in a basic graphic organizer with the plot of the story.

· Your entire group will begin by writing the first section of the story together.

· Then, you will split into two groups of two.  Each group will write one of two options for the story.

· Next, each set of partners will split off.  Each member will create an ending for the story.

· Write each section of the story in a shared google doc. Titled STORYTITLE-HOUR. Exp. Shipwrecked-1/2
· The final piece will be published in Google slides, with the pages tagged to take the reader on the appropriate track.
